s this issue of the “BMCC Commons” goes to press,
A I'm reminded that no matter what happens around

the world that may deeply affect members of our
community, we remain steadfast in pursuing our mission
to provide a superior education and to celebrate our
students’ accomplishments—whether in the classroom, on
the athletic field or conference stage; whether their focus is
STEM-related, in the healthcare field or more.

We continually assess what works for our students,
and scale up from there.

Our college excels in the
areas the Aspen Prize recognizes: teaching and learning,
certificate and degree completion, transfer and bachelor’s
attainment, workforce success, and access and equity for
students of color and those from low-income backgrounds.

We know that we have more to do. Our strength as an
institution is our ability to look inward as well as outward,
to acknowledge the past and embrace opportunities for a
brighter future. We persistently renew our understanding
of equity and do the hard work to make an inclusive,
safe and inspiring environment for every member of our
community.

Art Major Wins $62K
Scholarship to Holyoke

rt Foundations/Art History 2023
A alumna Johanna Graedler has been
awarded a $62,000 scholarship
through the Frances Perkins Program at
Mount Holyoke College in South Hadley,
Massachusetts. “l couldn’t have gotten
this far without the support of my Art
Professors Maya Jiménez and Yan Yang,
as well as my parents,” says Graedler. “l also
owe a lot to the Transfer Scholars Network
program at BMCC. They set up zoom
meetings with admissions officers and
helped me send applications to more than
adozen colleges.” She explains that having
grown up in Germany, advanced degrees
were never an option. “We have three
types of high schools there, and only the
top tier schools make you eligible to apply
to college. They sort
you in elementary
school,and when
was in 4 grade, the
head teacher made
the calland put mein
line for the mid-level
high school, not
the top one.” After
graduation, she says,
“My only option was to consider vocational
training, such as preparing toworkin a
grocery store, but | wanted to go to college
and study art history.” In 2018, Graedler
made a trip by herself to New York City.
“I was 19 about to turn 20. | stayed at a
really shoddy Air B&B in Hell’s Kitchen.
While | was there, | went to an open house
at BMCC, Hunter and Baruch.” Graedler
returned to Germany and learned English,
she says, through movies and podcasts
like NPR. She started classes remotely at
BMCCin Fall 2020 and completed her
associate degree online. Her parents, who
were dubious of her plans at first, have
second-mortgaged their home to help with
her living expenses as she attends Holyoke,
one of the top liberal arts schools in the
country. “l am so grateful to my parents, my
professors, the staff at TSN and the Frances
Perkins Program at Holyoke for believing in
me,” Graedler says.

In 1978, Marva Craig entered BMCC
as a Liberal Arts major and work-study
employee in the College’s midtown
location. In 1984, a year after BMCC

had moved to its 199 Chambers Street
campus in lower Manhattan, Erwin
Wong joined BMCC as an adjunct

in the English Department. Now

Vice President of Student Affairs
Marva Craig and Provost/Senior

Vice President for Academic Affairs
Erwin Wong head up departments

of the College that ensure both the

intellectual and personal growth of
students. Together, serving students
with academic opportunities and

degree offerings, as well as services

and activities, they have helped guide
BMCC'’s growth from a few hundred
students in 1963 to close to 17,500
today, and from a handful of degree
programs to more than 60, and counting.

of our BMCC
community members. These
include Academic Literacy
and Linguistics (ALL)
Professor Lanny Lester, who
joined BMCC in 1987 and
died in September 2023.
